“In the past, these
essential donations have been used for equipment and education to support our
staff as we provide compassionate care to seriously ill patients and their families
through the final stages of illness and dying. Most recently, donations were used
for a four wheel drive vehicle to allow access to hospice patients living in remote
areas. This year, we decided we would like to ask our supporters to help us
provide a vital service to all the women of Park County.”
