Children must ride in the BACK SEAT in a properly secured child passenger restraint system

(car seat/booster) until they are AT LEAST 6 years or 60 Ibs.

Experts agree that children under 4’9 need to ride in a booster seat, because they are too small to fit safely
using the seat belt only. Vehicle safety belt should fit as follows: lap belt low (touching the thighs), shoulder
belt across middle of chest and shoulder (not under arm or behind back), knees bent comfortably without

slouching. If your child does not fit this description, make sure they ride in a booster seat!

La ley indica que los nifios deben permanecer sentados en un asiento de seguridad en la parte
TRASERA del automdvil POR LO MENOS hasta la edad de 6 afios o hasta que pesen 60 libras.

Los expertos estan de acuerdo que los nifios que miden menos de 4’9" deben usar un asiento elevado (“booster”)
porque el cinturon de seguridad del automévil no quepa apropiadamente sin el “booster”. Para poner el cinturdn de
seguridad correctamente: coloque el cinturon del regado rodeando la cintura debajo del abdomen, tocando la partesuperior
de la pierna. La parte superior del cinturon debe estar sobre el hombro del nifio, no por debajo del brazo ni detras de la
espalda. No debe tocar el cuello del nifio. Las rodillas deben estar dobladas comodamente sobre la silla y con buena
postura. Si su nifio no cabe en la silla de automovil de tal manera, se necesita un “booster”!
